Positive closure electromagnetic dampers fitted. 

230 and 300 models can be wired in supply air mode. 

Special Notes 

For through wall applications, a length of semi rigid aluminium duct suited to 

the thickness of the wall is required to complete installation (not supplied).   

Note the 150 model cannot be wired to operate in supply air mode.
